       Today, I would like the wish all of the mothers, grandmothers, aunts, and special women in our lives a very Happy Mother’s Day.  I will have a Mother’s Day blessing at each of our Masses this weekend.     

       Traditionally May has been one of the special times in our liturgical year that we honor our Blessed Mother.  We are fortunate to have our second grade students participating in our parish May crowning at the 10:30 Mass.  Let us use this month to grow closer to Mary the Mother of God.
