From Our Pastor   
My dear friends in Christ, 

This Sunday marks the beginning of our preparation for the rebirth of Christ as we prepare to celebrate his birthday.  Advent is time of hope, something we human beings cannot live without.  It is our nature to anticipate good things for the future.  Advent has a two-fold character: first, a time of preparation for Christmas when we call to mind the Incarnation (God made man) and second, as we anticipate His return at the end of the world.  As Catholic Christians, we live between the already and the not yet, as we are called to build His kingdom in our midst. 


We prepare for the rebirth of Christ in our lives by using this season of grace to grow closer to our Lord through prayer, penance, and looking for opportunities to help our neighbor.  We will have the Sacrament of Penance made available to our children within the grade school and high school religion programs as well as a Penance service for the parish to attend.  Also, we will have the Sacrament of the Anointing of the Sick (after the weekend Masses of December 13th–14th) for those who are elderly, anticipate a surgery or medical procedure and ask for our Lord’s healing.  

Today, we will have a wonderful opportunity to begin Advent by attending the “Reason for the Season” presented to us by Paula Ringwald, our religious education director.  This is being held in the lower level of our parish center and the fellowship committee will serve light refreshments.  I certainly look forward to attending and hope you can, too! 
Again, for your planning, December 8th is a Holy Day of obligation and this year it falls on a Monday.  Normally, other holy days are not days of obligation when they fall on a Monday.  Since the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary is the patronal feast of the United States, the obligation remains. Therefore, our Mass schedule on Monday, December 8th will be at 8:15 AM at St. John; 11:30 AM at St. Joseph Bramble (which allows those at Crane to have a Mass during their lunch hour); and 6:00 PM at St. John.  


Also, for your holiday planning, our Christmas Mass schedule is as follows: Children’s Mass at 4:00 PM on Christmas Eve; Midnight Mass; Christmas Day Masses at 7:30 AM and 10:00 AM.
