My dear friends in Christ, 

This Monday, December 8th is a Holy Day of obligation.  Normally, other holy days are not days of obligation when they fall on a Monday.  Since the Immaculate Conception of the Blessed Virgin Mary is the patronal feast of the United States, the obligation remains. Therefore, our Mass schedule on Monday, December 8th will be at 8:15 AM at St. John; 11:30 AM at St. Joseph Bramble (which allows those at Crane to have a Mass during their lunch hour); and 6:00 PM at St. John.  
Since we have merged into a larger parish, a number of parishioners have requested that we have more vigil lights available in the church.
