From Our Pastor,  
          This weekend we celebrate Pentecost which is the birthday of the Church.  The Apostles had already received the Holy Spirit when our Lord first appeared to them the night of his Resurrection. (Jn 20:22) Pentecost was the public manifestation of the Holy Spirit.  It was the chosen day for the Apostles to begin their public ministry.  From that day forward they were dedicated to one purpose and to one purpose alone, to bring the Good News, the Gospel of the Lord Jesus, to the world.
         This past Friday was the 39th anniversary of my Ordination to the Priesthood.  I was ordained by   Bishop Shea here on May 29, 1981 and my first Mass was celebrated at      St. John as well, May 31, 1981. I have been very happy as a priest for these 39 years! I give thanks and praise for the opportunity to have been here as your pastor and ask our Lord to continue to give me the graces to serve you.   A special thank you for the cards and greetings on my anniversary.     
         The dispensation from the obligation to attend Mass on Sundays and Holy Days continues until at least Aug. 15, 2020. Therefore, no one is required to return to Mass if they are uncomfortable.                           

           Funerals, weddings and week-day Masses are celebrated in St. John Church, as usual. On weekends, the Holy Mass is  celebrated in the lower level of the parish Center.  We are required to maintain social distancing of 6 feet apart. Utilizing the Center we can properly sanitize the area after each service and maintain the social distance. I will be having an additional Mass on Sundays at 4:00 p.m.
          A mask is highly suggested when you attend Mass.  Those age 7 and older are asked to wear a mask from the time you exit your vehicle until you return.
          Please bring your personal hand sanitizer.  We suggest you use it when you are seated, prior to communion, immediately after communion, and as you return to your vehicle. 
          Parishioners 65 and older, and those with underlying medical issues, are encouraged to stay home and participate in our online livestream Masses. However, the final decision is left to you.
